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parents and teachers play an equal role in developing values.
Schools are a basement of values education, they put out the
framework and some principles to support teachers and parents.
Teachers and parents rely on each other, sometimes the roles
of teachers and parents are mixed together, but their purpose
is the same, that is, to work together to get the best output of

children’ s values.
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
